Now,
nearly a yeow later, Sawmv iy healthy. He is langhing
and smiling again. e hasy energy that he divecty
towauwrd positive activities, and he iy enjoying a life
without drugs/alcohol. I could go-onwand owabout
the changes I have seervoccur thiy year. He iy
physically, spiritually, and mentally healthy. He iy

considerate, appreciative; thoughtful, and motivated.
Yow have taken hivw out of that deep, dawrk place
where he had spent so- nuich time the poust few yeary. 1
didw't send himto-yow so- I would feel better, but now
I certninly do: The despair I felt watching hivwv
without being able to-affect any substoantial change
i himv myself was enormous. It wos such a-hovrible,
helpless feeling to-see hin slip further amd/ﬁwther
way.
